2012 SENIOR CLASS INFORMATION
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PICTURES
Formal Shots for the Yearbook.  Every senior must have a formal pose taken for the yearbook by the school chosen photographer for the picture to appear in the yearbook.  The make-up day or retake day for this is WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 21.  The deadline for picking a pose for the yearbook is OCTOBER 14.  You can pick your pose online or mail it back in with the correct sticker attached to the correct picture proof.  The name and phone number of the photographer is Lifetouch/Prestige Photographers, 1-800-265-6577.  If you have any other questions about senior pictures, please see Amber Martinez.  Also, please be thinking about senior quotes that will be in the yearbook.  Mr. Griffin will be sending out instructions soon.  

Senior Group Picture will be made first thing on Wednesday, October 12.  This is the shot that appears in the yearbook as a double page layout.  Most students use this opportunity to show their senior spirit.  This picture will be available for purchase and is approximately $12.  You must have your money and envelope that day to order a picture.  Listen for announcements to pick up the envelope for the picture.  If you have a group that would like to make t-shirts that spell out a message you must follow the appropriate procedure.  You must submit in writing your message, the type of t-shirt, and who is participating in your group to L. Mills in Room 411 by Wednesday, September 28.  We will then decide what group gets what row in the picture.  Any group that just shows up on picture day will not be recognized.  If the chosen groups do not show up in what they submitted they will not be allowed to sit as a row in the picture.

Senior Cap and Gown Pictures will be made second semester on Friday, February 24, 2012.  These are optional and only need to be made if you would like to purchase them.  The picture company provides the cap and gown, you do not have to use your own.


CLASS DUES
The cost of senior class dues is $15.  These dues and any past class dues are to be taken care of by March 15, 2012 in order to attend the prom.  All fees owed must be taken care of BEFORE graduation day in order to march for graduation.

SENIOR CLASS OFFICERS
Any senior interested in serving as an officer for the class of 2012 can pick up a form from R. Pearson in room 409 beginning on Thursday,  August 25, 2011.  You must fill out the form; decide what office you would like to run for and have 50 of your classmates sign the form.  You can choose to run for senior class president, vice-president or secretary/treasurer.  As a senior you can also run for SCA president and you will need to fill out a separate form if you wish to do this.  The forms are to be returned to Mrs. Pearson by Friday, September 2.  Voting will take place in homeroom on Wednesday, September 7.  

Senior class officers are expected to attend all SCA meetings and work with L. Mills to plan senior activities.  This includes t-shirts, senior picnic, senior awards night and other events that may arise throughout the year.  There will be after school planning sessions and you must be willing to work to help make events successful for the class of 2012. 

SENIOR SUPERLATIVES
There will be a homeroom in early October to nominate seniors for the categories of Snooze Award (Sleeps the most), Dress for Success (Best Dressed), Firebird Spirit Award (School Spirit), Michelangelo Award (Artistic), Peppers Award (Most Athletic), Lean on Me Award (Friendly and Dependable), Gabby Blabby Award (Most Talkative), Billboard Award (Musical), Bill Gates Award (Studious, Likely to Succeed), Biggest Flirt Award, Best All Around Award and Favorite Teacher.  Any senior can be nominated in each category and there will be male and female in each category, except Favorite Teacher.  Please be thinking about possible names before the day of nominations so the process runs smoothly.  After all nominations have been organized the lists will be posted and voting will take place in homeroom.  It is your responsibility to be present and aware of the nominations before the vote!!  Results will be announced and posted.  Mr. Griffin will let winners know when they will have pictures made for the yearbook.   

CAP AND GOWN COLOR
Cap and gown color will be voted on at the same time voting takes place for senior superlatives.  The choices are red and navy blue.  There will be sample cap and gowns hanging in the front office near the time of voting in October.  This year’s cap and gowns are made from recycled materials and can be recycled at the conclusion of graduation.

SENIOR PRODUCTS AVAILABLE THROUGH HERFF JONES
All official SNHS senior products are offered through Herff Jones of Spring Hope.  They will hold a presentation session for seniors on Wednesday, November 9 at 8:00a.m. in the cafeteria.  They will handle cap and gowns, graduation announcements, name cards, class rings, etc.  

Orders for these products will be taken during lunches on Wednesday, November 16.  You must have an $120 deposit for all orders over $120 and anything less than $120 must be paid in full at that time.  They take cash, check and credit cards on the initial order day.  If you miss this order opportunity you may mail your order to them, go to their office in Spring Hope, or order online.  ALL SENIORS MUST ORDER YOUR CAP AND GOWN FROM THEM. NO EXCEPTIONS!!!  SASHES HAVE THE GRADUATION YEAR ON THEM SO OTHER YEARS’ CAPS AND GOWNS CANNOT BE USED.  The phone number is located in the student agenda and students can see L. Mills if they need directions to the Herff Jones office.  Just in case, the phone number is 478-3146 or 1-800-849-7464 and the address is 115 North Pine Street, Spring Hope, NC.

They will deliver all of these products in April.  On delivery day if you have not already paid your balance you must have cash, money order or pre-approval on your credit card to receive your products.  Please order your cap and gown in November.  The cost of the gown goes up on MARCH 1, 2012.

Please remember you must pay for all your products before you can receive your cap and gown.  If money is an issue please just order your cap and gown separate.  The cost including tax and shipping is $58.13.  That is all you must order.  All other products are optional!!!


SENIOR EXAM EXEMPTIONS
In accordance with administrative guidelines, seniors are the only classmen eligible for exam exemptions in non-EOC and non-VOCAT courses upon adherence to the following criteria:
· Student must possess an overall A(93-100) average in the non-EOC or non-VOCAT course, and
· Student must have missed 3 or fewer absences in the course. 


SENIOR “PERFECT ATTENDANCE” INITIATIVE
LBJ Chevrolet is sponsoring the “Chevy Drive for Perfection” campaign this year at our school.  THIS PROGRAM IS ONLY FOR SENIORS.  Any senior who is present 98% of their senior year with no unexcused absences can attend an event at the end of the school year along with seniors from other area high schools and be entered into a drawing for a reverse raffle to win a 2012 Chevrolet Cruze.  This means you can only miss THREE excused school days during your senior year.  This is based on daily attendance, not period attendance.  Therefore you are counted present for school if during a day you attend two full class periods. They do not have to be consecutive.  For example you may be here for 1st and 4th but checked out during 2nd and 3rd.  Names of the seniors that meet the criteria will be turned into Chevrolet and those students will receive invitations to the end of the year event.  To be entered into the drawing and win you must be present at the event.  Other prizes will be given away at the event.  Please listen to further announcements and check outside room 411 as more details are announced about this program.  Names of eligible seniors will be posted at the end of each month so please check outside 411 to see if your name is on the list.  If it is not on there and you think you qualify or if it is on the list and you know you shouldn’t be, please let L. Mills know.


SENIOR INFORMATION NIGHT AND SCHOLARSHIPS
The “Financial Aid for College” Workshop will be held in December.  The exact date and time will be published in the monthly newsletters and via connect-ed phone calls. Please see your counselor or Donna Sharp for information on scholarships.  There are lots of them available and you can’t be eligible unless you apply!!  Also near the end of the year, please make sure your guidance counselor or Donna Sharp is aware of any scholarships or awards you have received.

SENIOR CLASS T-SHIRT
The senior class t-shirt will be prepared at the beginning of the second semester.  All seniors’ first and last names will be located on the back along with the chosen slogan for the year.  It is your responsibility to check the sample that will be posted outside 411 to make sure your name is spelled correctly.  Class officers will be required to work on this project and there will be an after school meeting held to hear input from any senior interested in designing the senior t-shirt.  The shirts will be sold as pre-pay during homeroom sometime in March or April.  There will be t-shirts, long sleeve t-shirts and sweatshirts available.   

SENIOR PICNIC
The senior picnic is Friday, May 18, 2012.   All seniors may attend as long as they purchase a ticket during the appropriate time.  There will be pre-pay sign ups in homeroom and tickets will be passed out the day of the picnic.  If you lose your ticket you will not be admitted.  You are not counted as being absent in third and fourth period, as long as, you enter the picnic and turn in your ticket.  If you leave without doing this you will be counted as absent and be referred to the office for skipping school.  You must report ot the soccer field as soon as second period is over.  If you do not have a 1st and 2nd period class, you are to arrive on campus at 11:00 and report to the soccer field.  If you only have a 1st period class, you will need to see L. Mills to discuss you situation the week of the picnic.  Senior class officers will work to help organize the event and any senior with ideas for the picnic should see L. Mills to make suggestions.

SENIOR CLASS SONG
Every year the senior class chooses a song to be played at the end of graduation.  Nominations for the song will be taken to L. Mills during early May.  You must bring the song title, artist and a copy of the complete lyrics that have been downloaded from a reputable internet site to her for it to be considered for the senior song.  Voting will take place in May in homeroom.  If behavior permits it will be played at the conclusion of graduation.

SENIOR CLASS GIFT
Every year the senior class buys an appropriate gift to present to Southern Nash High School.  Anyone with ideas should see L. Mills to share them.  Please see L. Mills with ideas. 

SENIOR MEMORY BOARD
Every senior will have the opportunity to make a memory board square that will be on display during graduation.  The squares will be available for pick up from L. Mills in early May and will be returned at the beginning of June so they can be posted together to be hung in the student commons for display.  The square is like a scrapbook/memory book page.  It can have pictures, art, words, etc. as long as they are appropriate to reflect the senior’s memories and times of a great senior year here at SNHS.  Samples from previous years are posted outside of room 411.  The squares will be returned after graduation if you chose to come back out and pick them up from the front office.  

SENIOR AWARDS NIGHT
We will have an awards day and night on Thursday, MAY 24, 2012 to recognize outstanding senior achievement.  This is a mandatory attendance event for all seniors and all staff.  This will be a night to share senior awards only and seniors will be in cap and gown.  This is a great opportunity to invite all your family to see you in your cap and gown, since tickets to graduation are limited.   Make sure your guidance counselor or Donna Sharp is aware of any scholarships or awards you have received so they will be reflected in the awards program.  There will be a dress rehearsal for the awards ceremonies at 8:00am on Wednesday, MAY 23, 2012 .  If you are not dressed correctly you will not be allowed to participate.  Flip flops are NOT allowed.  BLACK DRESS SHOES are required for all seniors and dark pants are required for senior males and dresses or skirts for senior females.  A complete memo on what is acceptable behavior and dress along with dates and times will be distributed to all seniors from B. Joyner as the time draws near.  

BACCALAUREATE SERVICES 
If a service of this type is held it will be sponsored by a local church and volunteers.  This is not mandatory, but every senior is invited to take part.

GRADUATION PROCEDURES
Graduation will be held in the gym at Southern Nash on Saturday, June 9, 2012 at 2:00pm.  This is a mandatory attendance event for all seniors and all staff. Tickets will be passed out at mandatory graduation practice.  Any physical body entering the front doors must have a ticket to be admitted.  Each student will receive a predetermined amount of tickets and extras will not be available.  Graduates will not need a ticket and will enter the side doors of the Old Building.  Each graduate will have to pass through a metal detector and will be searched for contraband.
